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Abstract

This article examines the question of who the ancient Greeks considered the first tyrant.
Contrary to the established opinion in historiography that the first person to be called a
tyrant by ancient sources was Gyges, who usurped the Lydian throne, the author of the
article, based on the evidences of the ancient written tradition, proves that the term
«tyrant» was already applied to his predecessors, the legitimate kings of the Lydian
kingdom. And it is probably explained by the fact that the term «tyrant» did not have a
negative connotation until the end of the Classical period.
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
